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Often referred to as Static Sieves, Curved Sieves, DSM Screens or Parabolic
Screens. This type of tilted wire product is widely used in liquid-solids separa-
tion processes. A slurry media is typically introduced to the screen by means of
a feed or distribution box and the inclined screen is used to remove water or
fine particles via gravity flow.

HOW IT WORKS 
The profile wires are tilted during
the manufacturing process. This
results in a screen with a “cutting
action” along the upstream edges
of each wire. The screen can then
slice away layers of water or media.

For high wear problems, hard chrome plating can be added to increase your
screen’s wear life. By adding a layer of heavy hard chrome the life of the screen
can be increased by as much as 5 times.
